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The outer archipelago areas between Åland and Turku in Finland offer a well-developed 
ferry network with year-round ferry traffic between the island groups of Kökar, Brändö and 
Kumlinge, among others.

These ferry trips can be combined with the services 
offered by big ferry companies, archipelago ferries, 
car ferries and bicycle ferries in and between 
Sweden, Åland Islands and Finland. This includes 
great new chances for all tourists who want explore 
the archipelagos between Stockholm and Helsinki 
at a moderate cost.  
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Starting in May 2007, there are 2- & 3-day tours arranged in Roslagen’s culture landscape 
between Hallstavik and Herräng, approximately one hour north of Stockholm. Evening 
meals and accommodations are arranged on the farms along the riding route.

A small group of participants with 
previous horse-riding skills create the best experience with consideration to other riders, our 
horses and the fragile archipelago nature.
